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While -vs- During (1 Answers)

While is generally followed by a verb, often the verb+ing action and
refers to something happening when this verb is being done. This
verb is the main action that is being done.

The phone rang while I was taking a shower. (showering is the main action)
I almost always listen to music while exercising. (exercising is the main action)

During is generally followed by a_noun and refers to some action
that happens when this noun is happening.
Some noisy people kept talking during the movie. (the movie is “happening”)
My roof was damaged during the hurricane. (the hurricane was “happening”)

Everyone was silent __during __ the piano performance.
