failed to be somewhere(2) [ sad...(6) ] was late for(4)

14. Don't start Kim's recital video without me. I don't want to miss a thing!
[ fail to see(2) ] not understand(3) be late for(4)

15. The delivery guy said he left the box by the door, but it's missing now.
not understand(3) [ failed to be somewhere(2) ] not hit(1)

16. My house is the big pink house on the corner. You can't miss it.
not where it should be(5) be late for(4) [ fail to see(2) ]

17. Fred overslept and completely missed his final exam. What a dummy!
[ was too late for(4) ] not hit(1) not understand(3)
