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Must have -vs- Might have (Answers) 
must have  + p.p. verb: 

  →  feel 100%: about a situation / that something happened 

  Everything is all wet outside. It must have rained last night.  

 might have + p.p. verb: 

  →  feel it's a 50% chance to happen / feel 50% that it happened 

  The pizza we ordered isn't here yet. I might have given the wrong address.
