*Anything “on” your body: Clothes, jewelry, make-up, perfume, etc. 

 Put on/Take off are just quick one moment actions. 

  (put, put, put) : (take, took, taken) 

  I put on a pair of jeans this morning. (Just a quick action) 

  When Kim got home, she took off her school uniform. 

 Wear is not an action, but just the situation of something on one's body. 

Usually for a long period of time. (wear, wore, worn) 

  Ed almost always wears socks when he sleeps. (This is no action)
