   *A certain movie is always that movie. It doesn’t change.

 Look (at):  When we look at something, it is our effort, intention or plan to 

  see it. It's like we are studying or concentrating on the thing. 

  I love looking at art at museums. // Look at that strange man! 

 Watch:  When we watch something, we look at it for a longer period 

  of time. It's often something that moves or changes as we look. 

  Joe watched the kids play in the park. // I love watching TV dramas. 

 **Special case: Watch out and look out both mean to be careful
