Should have -vs- Shouldn't have (1 Answers)
Should have: when you didn't do something, but later think it was
a mistake not to do it
It's cold today and I didn't wear a coat. — | should have worn a coat.

Shouldn't have: when you did something, but later think it was a bad
idea to do it
I saw a scary movie and can't sleep. — | shouldn't have seen a scary movie.
